To His Highness Lord Financial Advisor and Knight Von Contenius. 
 

Most Submissive Request 
 
Your  Highness ordered us, according to our understanding, to come up with a proposal in terms 
of land distribution.  The most expedient and also the cheapest way can be set right and 
accomplished, so it seems to us, after the whole perimeter of the colony land left over is 
determined, we submissively make our request to Your Highness.  Every old farmstead site since 
the establishment of the colony receive 25 deßjetinen.  Of the recent new farmsteads, each be 
provided with 10 deßjetinen. 
 
Kalschinowa [Kaltschinowka] consists of 19 old farmsteads getting 475 deßjetinen and one 
recent farmstead also 10, in total 485 deßjetinen; in the surrounding area 27 old farmsteads 
getting 675 deßjetinen and a young farmstead six to 10, totaling 735 deßjetinen. 
 
Klein Werder consists of 16 old farmsteads, getting 400 deßjetinen, 5 recent farmsteads of 10, 
in all 430 deßjetinen. 
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Gross Werder consists of 37 old farmsteads amounting to 923 deßjetinen and twelve recent 
farmsteads of 10 for a total of 1,045 deßjetinen. 
 
Belagwesche [Belowesh] consists of 25 old farmsteads amounting to 625 deßjetinen and nine 
recent farmsteads of 10 for a total of 715 deßjetinen.   
 
[Village name missing] consists of 124 old farmsteads and recent farmsteads 33 for a total of 
157. 
 
Also for all 5 named villages (the town of Horedock excepted) in them together old and recent 
farmsteads which are settled in place call for 3,430 deßjetinen. 
 
We believe that this approach is the best way to help the needs of each of us.
