Lutheran parish was established in 1860
and the Lutheran parish Worms-Rohrbach
was established in 1861. The original
Rohrback parish was divided into three
parishes: Rohrbach-Worms (Reformed),
Worms-Rohrbach (Lutheran), Johannestal-
Waterloo (Lutheran)
